tudent Attendance-Lateness

We have a number of students who are continual-

ly arriving late for school, sometimes well after the
first classroom session has commenced. This can cause
anxiety for the student and disruption to their class.

Parents are responsible for ensuring their children
attend school every day before 9:00am , unless they are
unwell and need to see a doctor, or have appointments
to see another specialist like the dentist. While it is pref-
erable that appointments are made after school, on
weekends or during holidays, we understand that some-
times unexpected emergencies crop up.

However, there is no justification for a child being con-
tinually late for school.

mended Requirements for School Enrolment:
Update to No Jab, No Play legislation

By law, primary schools are required to request and rec-
ord information on the immunisation status of students
prior to enrolment. Parents or guardians must provide
an immunisation status certificate to the school regard-
less of whether the child is or is not immunised.

From 28 February 2018 only an Immunisation History
Statement from the Australian Immunisation Register
can be accepted as proof of immunisation status on
school entry.

Documents produced by GPs or other immunisation
providers are no longer acceptable as school entry im-
munisation status certificates.

Parents of children enrolled prior to 28 February 2018
who have already provided school entry immunisation,
do not need to provide new documentation.

If you have not yet provided Hallam PS with your child’s
immunisation status, you will need to apply through the
Australian Immunisation Register for a certificate, and
bring it to the office.
