The review process also includes discussion about 
further improvements to enhance students’ learning 
opportunities.

Whooping Cough Alert 

Whooping cough (pertussis) is a very contagious res-
piratory infection. The major symptom of whooping 
cough is the characteristic cough, which is often fol-
lowed by a 'whooping' sound on inhalation. 

Monash Health South East Public Health Unit has 
been notified outbreaks of whooping cough 
(pertussis) in schools within our local area. The ma-
jority of cases are within the 10- to 14-year-old age 
group.  

Primary schools must not allow a child with whoop-
ing cough to attend the school. Contacts aged less 
than 7 years who are in the same classroom as a 
confirmed whooping cough case, and have not re-
ceived three doses of pertussis vaccine, should also 
be excluded in accordance with the Department of 
Health’s School Exclusion table. 

Families are advised to discuss updating whooping 
cough vaccinations with their family doctor. Refer to 
the Better Health Channel for information about 
whooping cough symptoms, prevention and Victorian 
eligibility for free booster immunisations.
